Attire: New for 2010: As of February 1, 2010 a Medical Armband with a Medical
Card will be worn by all USPC participating members when mounted and/or working
around horses. The Medical Card will replace the previous Medical Release Form.

In addition to the Medical Armband, competitors must wear their USPC pin and the
nametag and competitor number included in the Rally Packet. Dress should be neat and
clean — club shirts are suggested. Footwear appropriate for working around horses must
be worn for the Barn Phase only (not in the school building.) Refer to the current HM
Handbook for acceptable footwear guidelines.

Championships:
Please note on team entry form if a competitor wishes to qualify for Championships. Qualifiers

must take the Written Test.

To be eligible to take part in USPC Championships in Quiz, competitors must be at least

10 years of age by January 1, 2010 and hold a D2 or higher rating prior to the date of this
qualifying rally. The competitor will compete at Championships at the level competed at the Regional
rally. The first place team in each qualifying division may be invited by the RS to compete at the National
Championships. Only the team members of that winning team who obtain 75% of the possible individual
points will qualify. Open positions on the qualifying team will be filled in order of the highest scoring
competitor meeting the national and regional selection criteria.

HB Prep Sessions: We will be adding a teaching session for senior C’s and B’s who are planning to rate
up this year. The sessions will be scheduled in between the phases of competition.

Volunteers: Each club must provide 3 parent volunteers per team entered. Volunteers
will act as room monitors and score keepers.
